Search the Scriptures

   Search the Scriptures, because in these you will find eternal life.

The power of the Cross
   The most merciful God granted us the precious cross through which we 
can open paradise. Do your cross to bless yourself and drive the demons 
away, but make sure your hands are clean from sin, otherwise your 
prayer is not effective.

Don't give up your soul and Christ
   Even if they burn your body; even if they take everything you have, do 
not worry; give them everything; nothing belongs to you anyway; but 
don't let them take from you your soul and Christ. These two you should 
keep; don't lose them. Only these two you need, your soul and Christ , 
for Christ is coming soon in Divine Glory and He will shine seven times 
more than the sun accompanied by millions of angels.

The place of the priest
   Be careful, brethren, how you speak about your priests and how you 
treat them, for the priests are higher than kings and angels. As for me, if 
I were to encounter a priest and a king it seems more appropriate to have  
the priest sit higher than the king. And if I were to encounter a priest and 
an angel, I will greet the priest first and then the angel, for the priest is 
higher than the angels for he receive the Body and Blood of Christ. He is 
higher than the Holy Table or the Holy Chalice because those are 
inanimate objects, but he is a living temple of the Holy Spirit.
   As for me, I avoid to judge priests for their actions, because they have 
Christ as their judge who has an iron rod with which He disciplines them 
for whatever transgressions they commit.
